[The proposed project consists of two phases. Phase 1 of the project includes construction of approximately 64,100 sq.
ft. of mini-storage space and 132,020 sq. ft. of covered/enclosed space for RV storage. Development of the parcel will
also include paving on-site, construction of an on-site stormwater retention basin and frontage improvements along
Mooney Blvd., including pave out, curb, gutter, sidewalk and landscaping. Phase 2 of the project includes removal of the
covered/enclosed space for RV storage that was included in phase 1 of the project and the construction of approximately
175,650 sq. ft. of additional mini-storage space, as well as additional paving on-site. The project requires the approval of
a General Plan Amendment to change the general plan designation from Community Commercial to Service
Commercial, a Zone Amendment to change the zoning designation from C-3 (Retail Commercial) to C-4 (Service
Commercial) and, and Conditional Use Permit to allow a Mini-Storage facility in a C-4 zone.

Potentially significant impacts due to unanticipated discovery of cultural resources or human remains during excavation,
mitigated by Mitigation Measures CUL-1 and CUL-2 requiring stopping work and contacting a qualified archaeologist,
County Coroner, or Native American Heritage Commission, as required.
