SJUSD is proposing to redevelop a District-owned property in the Arden-Arcade Community, at the former Creekside Elementary School campus and current Creekside Adult Center located at 2641
Kent Drive. All of the existing buildings and facilities associated with the former Creekside Elementary School, which was constructed in 1953, would be demolished and removed. This would involve
25,928 square feet of existing school buildings. A new middle school would be developed in place. The proposed Katherine Johnson Middle School would include construction of approximately
65,000 square feet of school building space. The current capacity of Katherine Johnson Middle School - currently collocated with Encina High School - is 550 students. The proposed school capacity
would accommodate up to 650 students. Approximately 48 staff are projected for the new middle school. The operations at the Creekside Adult Center will move to the Encina High School campus.
This would involve consturction of 11 portables (including a double-wide Kinder) and a restroom building, no permanent buildings, and provide for a capacity of up to 30 per class (300 students total).
