Yolo County and the California Department of Transportation (Caltrans) Division of Local Assistance are proposing to
replace the existing bridge on County Road 96 crossing over Dry Slough. The bridge was determined to be functionally
obsolete by Caltrans and has a sufficiency rating of 53.6, and includes longitudinal and shear cracking along the girders
and water penetration through the deck. The bridge railing is also in poor condition with spalling and exposed rebar. A new
60-foot long bridge will be constructed along the same roadway alignment and will accommodate two 11-foot travel lanes
with two-foot shoulders.
