The 233.18-acre project site includes the development of 504 attached and detached residential units, including affordable senior housing, a recreation
center, and a designated lot for a future fire station. The project includes onsite utility and roadway infrastructure, including a water tank, with three Los
Angeles County Flood Control District lots, and approximately 164 acres of natural open space with multi-use trails. The developed portion of the
project site would be clustered on approximately 40.33 acres located to the west of The Old Road, and the natural and improved open space would
predominantly be located within the southwestern portions of the site. The internal roadways would connect at two access points on The Old Road.
The project would require approximately 2,805,000 cubic yards of earthwork that would be balanced onsite. Off-site improvements include widening of
a portion of The Old Road and constructing a new sidewalk and curb/gutter, manufactured slope and retaining wall, and water utility infrastructure.
