[The California Department of Transportation (Caltrans) proposes to replace the existing Rock Slope Protection (RSP) for
four bridges along Interstate 10 (I-10) from post mile (PM) 87.9 to 90.9 in Riverside County, California, approximately 30
miles east of the City of Indio. The project includes widening the bridge deck overhang, adding 12-inch rumble strips,
replacing the existing bridge rails with concrete barrier, and replacing the existing RSP for the four bridges at Three Star
Ditch (PM R87.96R/L) and Determinatino Ditch (PM R90.98R/L) on I-10, westbound and eastbound.

The project wil incorporate the following mitigation measure WET-1 for impacts to jurisdictional areas:

It is anticipated that a minimum 1:1 ratio may be applied to any permanent impacts of
jurisdictional waters to be paid in the form of onsite restoration, permittee responsible mitigation, in-lieu fee, mitigation
bank credit, land acquisition, or as agreed upon with respective resource agencies.
