Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

The City of San Luis Obispo proposes to replace the existing Prado Road Bridge over San Luis Obispo Creek with a
wider, single-span bridge structure and construct roadway improvements to Prado Road and the Prado Road/South
Higuera Street intersection. The project also includes the restoration and enhancement of an approximately 0.753-acre
off-site mitigation area located within the Righetti Ranch development area in the vicinity of the Tank Farm Road/Orcultt
Road/Union Pacific Railroad corridor to offset unavoidable temporary and permanent project-related impacts to riparian
habitat and jurisdictional water features. The project also includes construction of a noise barrier wall to be located along
the northeastern corner of the Prado Road/South Higuera Street intersection to reduce vehicle-related noise impacts to
nearby residential uses.

Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

Air Quality: The project has the potential to expose sensitive receptors to pollutant emissions and disturb NOA, ACM,
lead-based paint, etc. Mitigation has been included to reduce these impacts to less than significant.

Biological Resources: The project has the potential to disturb special-status species, sensitive natural communities,
native trees, and San Luis Obispo Creek. Mitigation has been included to reduce these impacts to less than significant.
Cultural/Tribal Cultural Resources: Potential for inadvertent discovery of unknown resources/human remains. Mitigation
has been included to require work to be halted and identifies the protocol to be followed.

Geology and Soils: Potential to result in erosion and loss of topsoil. Mitigation has been included to require
implementation of BMPs and erosion control devices.

Hazards and Hazardous Materials: Potential to disturb hazardous materials within roadways (i.e., ADL, lead-based paint,
ACM, NOA). Mitigation has been included to require testing and identifies proper handling of these materials.

Hydrology and Water Quality: Potential to increase erosion and pollutants that could runoff from the site. Mitigation has
been included to reduce these impacts to less than significant.

Noise: Potential to increase ambient noise during project construction. Mitigation has been included to require noise
BMPs to reduce construction-related noise.

Recreation: Mitigation has been included to reduce environmental impacts related to temporary effects on bicycle lanes.
Transportation: Mitigation to require a Traffic Management Plan would reduce impacts related to temporary road detours.
