Major Design Review for a 58-unit, four-story, 100% affordable apartment building and associated amenities. The project
includes 104 parking spaces, and is accessed from Dry Creek Road. The project requests waivers under the State Density
Bonus Law for additional height to accommodate the maximum height of 56 feet at the penthouse stairwells, elimination of
covered parking requirements, reduced lighting and landscaping requirements, and reduced open space requirements. The
project also proposes to protect the Foss Creek watershed and riparian corridor and mitigate for wetland impacts on-site at
a ratio slightly greater than 1.64:1. The property has a General Plan and Land Use designation of of Mixed-Use.
