1. A Tentative Parcel Map to divide a 3.58 net acre (3.75 gross acre) parcel into two parcels in the RD-2 zone.  
2. An Exception from Title 22.24.630 (Sacramento County Land Development Ordinance) to allow the proposed lots to be served by individual water wells instead of a public water system.
3. A Design Review to comply with the Countywide Design Guidelines.

Location:
The project site is located at 3663 Park Road, approximately 740 feet from the intersection of Bridge Road (private) and Auburn Boulevard, in the Carmichael/Old Foothill Farms community.  The project site is adjacent to the City of Sacramento and the Business I-80 freeway.

	Project's Effects: Project impacts would occur in the following resource areas: Air Quality, Noise, Biological Resources related to potential Native and Non-Native tree canopy removal and Migratory Birds, Undiscovered Cultural and Tribal Cultural Resources, and Greenhouse Gas Emissions.  Standard mitigation for basic construction emissions control practices will reduce project impacts to air quality to less than significant under CEQA.  Mitigation requiring a 10-foot solid noise barrier or reorientation of the home for the 2nd residential lot located along the Business I-80 Freeway and interior requirements for window upgrades and mechanical ventilation will reduce noise impacts associated with traffic noise, and noise from aircraft within the vicinity of McClellan Airport to less than significant.  Mitigation requiring native oak tree removal compensation, native oak tree protection during project construction, and non-native tree canopy replacement will reduce project impacts to trees to less than significant under CEQA.  Mitigation requiring tree surveys during nesting season, including focused surveys for the Swainson's Hawk, will reduce project impacts to nesting raptors and migratory birds to less than significant under CEQA.  In the event of inadvertent discovery of cultural and tribal cultural resources during project construction, further mitigation is required that will reduce project impacts to cultural and tribal cultural resources to less than significant under CEQA. Standard best management practices mitigation requiring no natural gas and meeting CalGreen Tier 2 standards will reduce project impacts to greenhouse gases to less than significant under CEQA.
