The Sportsmen’s Lodge Mixed-Use Project includes the development of three above-grade low- to mid-rise mixed use
residential and commercial structures with a common subterranean parking structure on an approximately 8.76-acre
(381,430-square-foot) Project Site. The Project would replace the existing Sportsmen’s Lodge Hotel and parking areas
on Site B with 520 residential units and 45,945 square feet of commercial uses. The Project would provide 1,385 total
vehicular parking spaces and 284 bicycle parking spaces. Upon completion, the Project would result in 650,996 square
feet of new floor area on Site B, resulting in a floor area ratio (FAR) of 2.86:1 for Site B. The final FAR across the entirety
of the Project Site, encompassing both Site A and Site B, will be 2.13:1
