Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

California State law requires each city and county to adopt a comprehensive, long-term General Plan. The General Plan
is the official policy statement of the City for use by the Council to guide private and public development in the City, as
well as the City’s own operations and decisions. State law requires that the City’s ordinances regulating land use be
consistent with the General Plan. The General Plan is considered “long-term” since it looks 20 years or further into the
future. The City’s current General Plan was adopted in 2012. As such, the City is undertaking the development of a new
General Plan known as Eastvale 2040 to help guide future development and plan for future needs for services in the
City. Eastvale 2040 updates all the state-required elements, including Land Use, Circulation, Housing, Conservation,
Open Space, Noise, and Safety. Eastvale 2040 also addresses urban design, environmental justice, economic
development, public health, and sustainability. As a matter of information, on June 21, 2022 the State Department of
Housing Community and Development found the Eastvale 2021-2029 Housing Element update consistent with State law.

Project implementation would result in a less than significant impact relative to biological resources; cultural resources;
energy and greenhouse gas emissions; hazards and hazardous materials; hydrology and water quality; noise; population
and housing; public services and recreation; tribal cultural resources; and utilities and service systems.

A significant and unavoidable impact would result relative to air quality. Impacts would occur due to conflict with
implementation of the applicable air quality plan; a cumulatively considerable net increase of criteria pollutants for which
the project region is non-attainment under an applicable state or federal standard; localized emissions impacts or
exposure of sensitive receptors to substantial pollutant concentrations; cumulative impacts regarding consistency with an
applicable air quality plan; and, cumulative impacts due to short-term construction air emissions.
