	Project Description: The City of Adelanto is reviewing an application to construct two buildings within a 2.44-acre property that is currently undeveloped. The site is zoned as Manufacturing/Industrial (M/I). The two buildings would total 20,000 square feet of floor area, 10,000 square feet each. The proposed project would be used for the cultivation, manufacturing, and distribution of adult and medicinal cannabis. The site’s Accessor Parcel Number (APN) is 0459-108-09. The proposed project is located at the southeast corner of Violet Road and Aster Road. Landscaping would total 68,300 square feet (64.2% coverage). A total of 22 parking spaces would be provided, including 2 ADA parking spaces. In addition, a total of 4 loading spaces would be provided. Vehicular access to the site would be provided by a driveway connection with Violet Road.
	Project's Effects: The analysis  indicated that no impact on these resources would occur as part of the proposed project's implementation. As a result. However, the following mitigation would be required to address potential odor impacts:

Air Quality Mitigation Measure No. 1. The Applicant will be required to prepare an Odor Management Plan that must be approved by the City of Adelanto and San Bernardino County Department of Public Health. The Odor Management Plan must be approved prior to the issuance of an Occupancy Permit.Air Quality Mitigation Measure No. 2. Indoor air must be filtered so as to remove VOCs from the indoor air envelope. The filtration equipment must be installed prior to the issuance of an Occupancy PermitBiological Resources Mitigation Measure No. 1. Pre-construction surveys for burrowing owls, desert tortoise, and nesting birds protected under the Migratory Bird Treaty Act and Section 3503 of the California Fish and Wildlife Code shall be conducted prior to the commencement of project related ground disturbance. Appropriate survey methods and timeframes shall be established, to ensure that chances of detecting the target species are maximized. In the event that listed species, such as the desert tortoise, are encountered, authorization from the USFWS and CDFW must be obtained. If nesting birds are detected, avoidance measures shall be implemented to ensure that nests are not disturbed until after young have fledged.Biological Resources Mitigation Measure No. 2. A Protected Plant Plan shall be developed and shall identify methods, locations, and criteria for transplanting those Joshua trees that would be removed during Project construction. As required by the San Bernardino County Development Code, Joshua trees proposed for removal shall be transplanted or stockpiled for future transplanting wherever possible once an ITP has been granted by the CDFW.
