A site development plan has not been created at this time; therefore, a maximum development scenario will be
analyzed for the proposed project. This scenario assumes that the 4.98-acre project site could be developed with 90 multi-family residential
units and associated improvements (e.g., parking lot, access driveways, infrastructure improvements, utilities [above and below ground]
landscaping, etc.).
