	Project Description: The project proposes the construction of a mixed-use residential and commercial development. The residential component would include 295 multi-family units comprised of one, two, and three-bedroom stacked flats. The commercial component would include approximately 3,000 square feet of retail uses on the ground floor.  The proposed five buildings would be four-stories (maximum 50-foot tall).  Supporting amenities would include recreational uses, open space and a leasing office.  The proposed recreational amenities include a private balconies and patios, trail loop, dog park, clubhouses, fitness center, and a pool.  
 
Parking would be provided via surface parking throughout the project site. The project would provide a minimum of 480 parking spaces to meet the shared parking demand for this mixed-use project, based on parking standards of the Zoning Ordinance and State Density Bonus law.  Primary vehicular access would be from existing Crouch Street and the proposed South Oceanside Boulevard extension along the project frontage.  

	Project's Effects: The SCEA identifies potential impacts to Biological Resources as less than significant with mitigation incorporated to address impacts to sensitive natural communities, riparian habitat, protected wetlands, and wildlife corridors. Mitigation measures include MM-BIO-1: Designation of Open Space, MM-BIO-2: Nesting Bird  Surveys; MM-BIO-3: Biological Monitoring; MM-BIO-4: Temporary Installation of Fencing; MM-BIO-5: Permanent Fencing and Signage; MM-BIO-6:Invasive Species Prohibition; MM-BIO-7: Agency Notification; and MM-BIO-8: Habitat Restoration Plan. 
 
The SCEA identifies potential impacts to Cultural Resources as less than significant with mitigation incorporated to address impacts to archaeological resources. Mitigation measures include MM-CUL-1a; MM-CUL1b; MM-CUL-1c; MM-CUL-1c; MM-CUL-1d; MM-CUL-1e; MM-CUL-1f; MM-CUL-1g; and MM-CUL-1h. Mitigation includes an archaeological monitoring plan during earth disturbance in areas where potential resources could be located, as well as guidance on recovery and treatment of any located resources to ensure impacts would be less than significant. 
 
The SCEA identifies potential impacts to Geology/Soils as less than significant with mitigation incorporated to address impacts to unique paleontological resources. Mitigation measures include MM-GEO-1, which requires paleontological monitoring during earthwork in areas of moderate to high paleontologist sensitivity and guidance on recovery and treatment of any located resources to ensure impacts would be less than significant.
 
The SCEA identifies potential impacts to Tribal Cultural Resources as less than significant with mitigation incorporated to address impacts to unknown Tribal Cultural Resources. Mitigation measures include MM-TCR-1, which requires tribal monitor during earthwork in areas where potential tribal cultural resources may occur.
