	Project Description: The project applicant (LTFS Investors, LLC) proposes to develop the Northgate Industrial Park at the prior Frys Electronics retail facility location at 4100 Northgate Boulevard. The proposed project would include the renovation of an existing former retail building and the construction of a new structure to create approximately 265,686 square feet of industrial warehouse use.

The project would permanently convert the retail site to a warehouse industrial facility.
	Project's Effects: The project would have a potentially significant air quality impact from project construction. Mitigation Measure AQ-1 would implement SMAQMD Best Management Practices during construction, which would reduce impacts from project construction related to air quality, to less than significant.

The project would have potentially significant impacts on nesting birds, burrowing owl, and roosting bats. Implementation of Mitigations Measures BIO-1, BIO-2, and BIO-3 would implement pre-construction surveys and impact avoidance and minimization measures that would reduce impacts to those resources to less than significant. 

The project would have potentially significant impacts related to the inadvertent discovery of cultural resources and/or tribal cultural resources during construction. The implementation of Mitigation Measures CUL-1, CUL-2, TCR-1, and TCR-2, would implement procedures in the event of inadvertent discovery of resources or human remains, that would mitigate for potential adverse impacts to those resources, resulting in a less-than-significant impact related to cultural resources and tribal cultural resources.
