Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

The project proposes to maintain 14.41 lane miles of existing asphalt using Capital Preventive Maintenance (CAPM).
This includes the removal of the existing 0.08° Open Graded Friction Course (OGFC) and applying a 0.15" of
Rubberized Hot Mix Asphalt (RHMA) overlay.

Other construction items include rehabilitating or replacing 5 culverts on Route 101 in Santa Barbara County between
0.4 mile south of Santa Rosa Rd and 0.1 mile north of Nojoqui Creek and repairing approximately 500-ft of failing
sackcrete slope at southbound PM 55.82, replacing Asphalt Concrete (AC) dikes, reconstructing existing Metal Beam
Guard Rail (MBGR), and upgrading MBGR connections to bridge railing. All new MBGR posts will be darkened. Shoulder
rumble strips will also be reinstalled. Existing drainage inlets, down drain entrance tapers, and overside drain entrance
tapers will be adjusted. Existing utilities may need to be positively identified in the area where MBGR upgrades take
place.

Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

Potentially significant impacts to biological resources would be reduced with implementation of mitigation for jurisdictional
waters and riparian habitat. This includes compensatory mitigation for temporary impacts to stream and riparian habitat
at a ratio of 1:1 and 3:1 for permanent impacts. Mitigation monitoring and a plant establishment period will be required
including regular inspections, weeding, and replacement.
