Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

Construction of 32 apartments and 3,200 sq ft of commercial uses in a two- to three-story, 36,410-sq ft building fronting
4th Street. Residential development includes fourteen 1,028-sq ft, 2-bedroom, 1 ¥%-bath townhouse-style apartments,
fourteen 1,045-sq ft, 3-bedroom, 1-bath apartments, and four 1,045-sq ft 3-bedroom 1 %2-bath accessible apartments.
Commercial development includes a 1,600-sq ft laundromat and a 1,600-sq ft convenience store. Also proposed is a
rezone of the site to multi-family residential, an associated land use element map change, as well as a Zoning Code
amendment, Land Use Element amendment, and Conditional Use Permit to allow for limited commercial development in
the multi-family zoning district.

Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

Potential fugitive dust and diesel particulate matter emissions would be mitigated with adherence to Best Construction
Practices for dust control and diesel equipment control technology. Potential impacts to special status plants and animals
would be mitigated with a focused botantical survey and any appropriate avoidance measures, nesting bird survey and
avoidance measures, a pre-construction training meeting led by a qualified biologist, monitoring of vegetation removal
and intitial ground-disturbing activities by a qualified biologist and any appropriate avoidance or minimization measures,
and avoidance of any detected Salinas pocket mouse or San Joaquin coachwhip before and during construction.
Potential impacts to cultural resources, tribal cultural resources, or any encountered human remains would be mitigated
through standard discovery, stop work, and consultation with the appropriate officials and/or tribal representatives before
resuming work. Potential impacts due to unstable soils would be mitigated with adherence to the recommendations for
grading and compaction in the project's geotechnical report. Potential noise-related effects of the project would be
mitigated through construction-phase noise reduction measures, and potential operational-phase noise impacts would be
mitigated through proper noise insulation of interior areas as well as siting of outdoor common areas on the eastern side
of the project site.
