Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

The project sponsor, San Francisco University High School (SFUHS), is proposing construction of a new academic and
athletic facility building at 3150 California Street in the Pacific Heights neighborhood of San Francisco. The proposed
project consists of demolishing the existing building and parking lot and constructing a 48,000-square-foot,
three-story-over-partial-basement building that would be 40 feet tall (plus a 10-foot-tall mechanical penthouse) and would
contain classrooms, laboratories, athletic facilities, administrative facilities, a food service and dining area, a student
center, and outdoor roof terrace gathering area. The proposed project would expand SFUHS's facilities and allow a
gradual increase in student enrollment from 410 to 550 students over approximately five to ten years. SFUHS would also
employ an additional 21 teachers, 4 administrators, and 8 staff members to accommodate the increase in enroliment.

The proposed project could result in the following potentially significant impacts:

Excavation activities during construction could result in significant impacts on subsurface archeological resources and
tribal cultural resources. Mitigation Measures M-CR-2: Archeological Monitoring, and M-TCR-2: Tribal Cultural
Resources Program, would reduce these impacts to less-than-significant levels.

Construction activities would generate vibration that could result in damage to adjacent buildings. Mitigation Measure
M-NO-2: Protection of Adjacent Buildings/Structures and Vibration Monitoring during Construction, would reduce this
impact to a less-than-significant level.

Construction activities would generate air pollutant emissions that could exceed air quality thresholds. Mitigation
Measure M-AQ-4: Clean Off-Road Construction Equipment, would reduce this impact to a less-than-significant level.

Excavation activities during construction could result in a significant impact on subsurface paleontological resources.
Mitigation Measure M-GE-5a: Worker Environmental Awareness Training, and M-GE-5b: Discovery of Unanticipated
Paleontological Resources, would reduce this impact to a less-than-significant level.
