The Project proposes development of approximately 99,950 square feet (sf) of non-refrigerated industrial warehouse space in two buildings (39,000 sf and 60,950 sf) on an approximately 5.63-acre site. Additional
site improvements include paved driveways and walkways, landscaping, and infiltration trenches. Parking, drive aisles, associated hardscape, and sidewalks will cover 71,404 sf, and landscaping will cover 73,789
sf. Mass grading of the 5.63-acre site will include a net export of approximately 54,000 cubic yards of soil and cutting into the hillside in the southern portion of the site and installation of a natural gray split-face
concrete masonry unit (CMU) retaining wall.

The proposed Project uses are consistent with the underlying Business and Manufacturing Park Specific Plan (Hunter Business Park) Overlay Zones, the Industrial Park District land use designation in the Hunter
Business Park Specific Plan, and the Business/Office Park (B/OP) General Plan land use designation. For this reason, discretionary review and approval of the Project (Planning Case PR-2021-000932) is limited
to approval of a Minor Conditional Use Permit, Design Review, Variance, and Grading Exception.

Although the operator is not known at this time, the Project has been analyzed assuming 24-hour operations.
