	Project Description: The project proposes to construct seven single-family residences ranging between 2,274 and 2,292 square feet in size, equivalent to 8.5 dwelling units per acre.1 The residences would range from two to 2.5 stories, with a maximum height of 35 feet. In total, the FAR of the proposed development would be 0.26.2 Access to and from the proposed residences would be provided via two 20-foot-wide private driveways accessible from Camden Avenue. Each residence would provide two parking garage spaces and a driveway apron capable of providing parking for up two vehicles (28 off-street parking spaces total). No additional street parking would be provided within the project site. Additionally, the project would provide a 31-foot-wide dedication of public street right-of-way to allow for the widening of Camden Avenue (an approximately 0.18-acre area).
	Project's Effects: Air Quality - Mitigation measures to reduce the impact to less than significant include using low diesel-emission construction vehicles emissions, develop a construction operations plan that demonstrates the equipment used on site would achieve a reduction in DPM by 60% or greater, use electrical equipment where feasible.



Biological Resources - Development of the project could result in impacts to nesting birds. Mitigation measures to reduce the impact to less than significant include construction outside of the nesting season, nesting surveys during the nesting season prior to construction activities, buffer zones created around nests, 50-foot developmentsetback from top of bank and 35-foot setback from riparian vegetation, design lighting toward the ground and not riparian area, Council Policy 6-34 for Bird safe design, landcsaping within 100 feet of the riparian edge comprised of native or non-invasive species, BMPs to protect riparian area.



Hazards and Hazardous Materials - Mitigation measures to reduce the impact to less than significant include obtain oversight from RWQCB, DTSC, SCCDEH. SMP created and approved. 



Noise - Development of the project could result in impacts from noise and vibration. Mitigation measures to reduce the impact to less than significant include placing equipment as far from possible sensitive receptors, avoid heavy dropping within 30 feet of residences, vibration construction plan.
