	Project's Effects: Potentially significant impacts were identified in the Initial Study for the following environmental topic areas: Biological Resources; Cultural Resources; Hazards/Hazardous Materials; Transportation; and Tribal Cultural Resources. Impacts to Biological Resources would be reduced to less than significant levels through Mitigation Measures BIO-1 through BIO-10. Impacts to Cultural Resources would be reduced to less than significant levels through Mitigation Measure CR-1. Noise impacts would be reduced to less than significant levels through Mitigation Measures NOI-1 through NOI-5.  Transportation related impacts would be reduced to less than significant levels through Mitigation Measures TRA-1 and TRA-2.
