	Project's Effects: Biology:
The project would include grading and alterations to an existing, private gravel road and the addition of a 20-stall parking area. Roadway improvements would be on gently sloping and disturbed areas, and would include grading of approximately 150 cubic yards of cut and 50 cubic yards of fill. While no new roads or tree removal is expected for this project, there is the potential that ground disturbing activities could result in impacts to nesting birds in the construction vicinity. Mitigation measure BIO-1 would require that construction either be limited to occurring outside of the nesting bird season (typically between February and August), or that a qualified biologist perform a survey to determine if nesting is currently ongoing near the construction site. Implementation of this measure would reduce the biological impacts to a less than significant level.
