[The project consists of a request for approval of a Conditional Use Permit and a Site Plan/Architectural Review to allow
the construction of five, single-story office buildings totaling 20,279 square feet proposed on a hillside lot; a request for
an Oak Tree Permit to encroach into the protected zone of two on-site oak trees; a Sign Permit to allow for a sign
program; and a Tentative Parcel Map to subdivide a single parcel into five condominium units plus one common lot.

Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

A Draft Initial IS/MND that evaluates environmental effects of the project has been prepared pursuant to CEQA and the

CEQA Guidelines. The analysis identifies potentially significant, but mitigable environmental effects in the following

areas:

1. biological resources mitigated by surveying the property prior to grading activities

2. cultural resources mitigated by requiring the preparation of a WEAP and the monitoring of the grading phase by a
qualified Archeologist and Native American Tribal Monitor

3. geology mitigated by requiring the monitoring of the grading phase by a qualified Paleontological Monitor

4. tribal cultural resources mitigated by requiring the monitoring of the grading phase by a Native American Tribal Monitor

5. mandatory findings of significance, as a result, do not create a cumulative impact.

Mitigation measures are intended to reduce all potentially significant impacts to less than significant levels.

Also evaluated in the document as less than significant impacts are aesthetics, air quality, energy, greenhouse gas
emissions, hazards and hazardous materials, hydrology and water quality, land use and planning, noise, population and
housing, public services, transportation, utilities and service systems, and wildfire, which do not require mitigation
measures, but are subject to requirements already in place.
