	Project Description: A request by Greg Moore for a Tentative Parcel Map (CO 16-0126) and Subdivision (SUB2015-00059) to subdivide an existing 7.9-acre parcel into four parcels, ranging in size from 1.8 to 2.1  acres for the purpose of sale and future development of residential uses on each parcel. The project includes site improvements including an access easement from Machado Lane, which would provide access to Parcels 1 and 2, and an easement for the future extension of Windmill Way along the northern property boundary to connect to Los Ranchos Road, which would provide access to Parcels 3 and 4. The project includes a request to modify the creek setback standards set forth in the Los Ranchos Edna Village Specific Plan to allow future development on Parcels 3 and 4 to be located a minimum of 30 feet from the top of bank of an on-site creek. The project also includes a request to modify the side setback requirements to allow future development on Parcels 3 and 4 to be located a minimum of 30 feet from the side property lines. The project would require approximately 24,099 square feet (0.55 acre) of site disturbance, including approximately 10 cubic yards of cut and 288 cubic yards of fill for proposed parcel improvements. The project site is located within the Residential Suburban land use category at 1320 Machado Lane, approximately 1 mile south of the City of San Luis Obispo, in the Los Ranchos-Edna Village Specific Plan area, in the San Luis Obispo North Sub Area of the San Luis Obispo planning area.
	Project's Effects: Air Quality: Potential to expose sensitive receptors to pollutant emissions and to disturb NOA. Mitigation has been included to reduce exposure to diesel-idling and reduce the potential to disturb NOA. 

Biological Resources: Potential to impact special-status species and indirectly impact the on-site creek. Avoidance and minimization measures have been included to reduce impacts to less than significant. 

Geology and Soils: Potential to increase erosion at the site. Mitigation has been included to reduce the potential for erosion to enter the on-site creek.
