	Project Description: Pacific Cann, Inc. (Pacific Cann) is seeking a Major Use Permit from the County of Lake, for a proposed commercial cannabis cultivation operation at 9141 State Highway 175 near Kelseyville, California on Lake County APN 011-060-01. The proposed cultivation operation would be composed of a 31,920 sq. ft. outdoor cultivation area, two 13,200 sq. ft. outdoor cultivation areas, sixteen 2,304 sq. ft. mixed-light cultivation areas/greenhouses, a 5,000 sq. ft. Processing Building/Facility, and a 2,000 sq. ft. barn that will be used as a Security Center and Pesticides & Agricultural Chemicals Storage Area. The applicant would need to obtain an A-Type 3 “Medium Outdoor” and three A-Type 2B “Small Mixed-Light” cannabis cultivation licenses from the California Department of Cannabis Control for the proposed cultivation operation. Additionally, the applicant is seeking an A-Type 13 Distributor Transport Only, Self-Distribution license, which would allow the transportation of cannabis from their operation site to licensed cannabis processing, distribution and manufacturing facilities throughout the State of California.
	Project's Effects: Aesthetics: all greenhouses shall incorporate blackout screening to prevent light visibility from public roads and neighboring lots
Air Quality / Greenhouse Gas: all diesel equipment registered with Air Quality, plant waste  to be chipped and spread (not burned); parking areas and accessways surfaced with all weather surface; use of white rock for surfacing prohibited; greenhouses and processing building to include odor filtration.
Biological Resources: Pre-construction surveys for special-status species, special-status bird surveys during nesting season, and incorporation of erosion control measures.
Cultural / Tribal Resources: notify local overseeing tribe(s) and archeologist if any potentially significant artifacts are found during site disturbance. Notify same and the Lake County Sheriff's Dept if any human remains are found. Either find will cause work to stop until properly interred or relocated.

The applicant previously inquired with the Waterboards regarding the possibility of a reclassification of the watercourse on site (Cole Creek) from a Class I (150 foot) setback to a Class II (100 foot setback). However, Cole Creek remains a Class I watercourse, and all application materials for this project adhere to the required 150ft setback.
