The project proposes to redevelop the site at 3300 EI Camino Real with an approximately 52,872 square-foot, two-story,
office building. The office building would include 50,355 sf of office space across both the first and second floors as well as
an approximately 2,517 sf traffic mitigating amenity space, likely to be a café or fitness area that serves to reduce off-site
trips for employees by allowing them to receive services on-site. The second story would also include a rooftop terrace with
landscaped areas, walkways, gathering areas, and canopies. The project would provide 170 total parking spaces via a
surface parking lot and one level of underground parking.
