	Project Description: The project proposes to construct overhead power lines and a commercial cannabis micro business. The operation will include 10-acres of outdoor cultivation and 24,000 square-feet of indoor cultivation, within greenhouses. The operation will process product (trim, package, and label) on-site and distribute product to retailers off-site. The operation is also requesting a non-storefront retailer license for the purpose of attending cannabis-events within California. The project site will not be open to the public and no public sales will take place on the premise. 
	Project's Effects: Biological Technical Report (BTR) was prepared evaluate the potential impacts to special status wildlife, vegetation, sensitive communities, and regulated waters. Both California and Nevada state agencies were consulted and queried for available biological resource data. The BA evaluated potential impacts to the special status species. Additionally, protection of migratory birds and their nests is regulated by the Migratory Bird Treaty Act (MBTA). Birds may forage and nest in multiple habitats and have potential to pass through the site in route to either. Potential impacts to migratory birds were also evaluated. MITIGATION MEASURES: nesting bird survey; weed survey; weed free certification. Cultural Resources: no archaeological sites were identified through the records search or site reconnaissance. It is possible that unidentified historical or archaeological resources could be discovered during construction. Damage to an unknown unique archaeological resource or historical resource would be a potentially significant impact. There is a possibility that unmarked, previously unknown Native American or other graves could be present within the project site and could be uncovered by project-related construction activities. MITIGATION MEASURE: Discovery of cultural/tribal resources; unanticipated discovery of human remains. Water Quality: Reseeding of Disturbed Areas: Directly following construction, disturbed areas shall be reseeded. Public Services: Approval of a security plan by the Sheriff’s Office is a condition of the Cannabis Operations Permit. The indoor and outdoor cannabis cultivation areas are not located near public streets. MITIGATION MEASURE: approval of a security plan consistent with State and County law.
