The proposed Buellton Garden Apartments project consists of a Final Development Plan (21-FDP-01) for an 89-unit
affordable multi-family residential development consisting of two 3-story buildings with interior courtyards, and associated
on and off-site improvements at 10 McMurray Road, Buellton, CA (APN 137-200-087). A Tentative Parcel Map (TPM
31063) is proposed to split parcel 137-200-087 into two in order to develop the buildings in separate phases. Building A
has a footprint of 22,683 sf, and consists of 44 one, two and three-bedroom units, a community room and kitchen,
learning center and kitchen, offices, and laundry rooms. The courtyard of Building A includes picnic tables, BBQs and
play structures. Building B has a footprint of 15,263 sf, and consists of 45 one, two and three-bedroom units, and laundry
rooms.

- Biological Resources - Mitigation: incorporate native plant species in project landscaping; grading and vegetation
removal for project construction during the dry season, or erect temporary wildlife exclusion fence; pre-construction
wildlife and nesting bird surveys; Worker Environmental Awareness Program; trench and excavation escapes for wildlife;
exterior lighting oriented away from river corridor; erosion and sediment control.

- Cultural & Tribal Cultural Resources - Mitigation: cultural resource monitoring plan, Workers Environmental Awareness
Program Training; archaeological and Native American monitoring; halt work order.

- Hazards & Hazardous Materials - Mitigation: soil matrix and soil vapor assessments; well, pipeline, and debris removal
protocol.

- Hydrology & Water Quality - Mitigation: dam inundation notification.

- Noise - Mitigation: HVAC noise reduction; noise barrier; wall and window materials; air circulation/ventilation system.

- Transportation - Mitigation: traffic impact fee.
