	Project Description: The project site is located on a 1.68-acre site at 1655 South De Anza Boulevard in Cupertino. The project applicant is proposing the 1655 South De Anza Boulevard Mixed-Use Project, which would construct a mixed-use building consisting of approximately 7,500 square feet of neighborhood-serving commercial space and 11,000 square feet of parking on the ground floor, 23 apartment units on the second and third floors, and approximately 3,500 square feet of rooftop terrace. The project would also construct 11 three-story townhomes on the western side of the property. The project would also involve demolition of the existing 11,648 square-foot commercial building. Additional project elements include bicycle parking, electric vehicle parking spaces, 11,409 square feet of landscaping, and associated parking for residents and the commercial space.
	Project's Effects: NOISE
The proposed project could result in the generation of a substantial temporary and permanent increase in ambient noise levels at the residences to the west of the project site where the project shares a property line. The proposed project coudl also result in generation of excessive groundbourne vibration during the construction phase. The project applicant shall identify in the Construction Noise Control Plan required pursuant to Cupertino Municipal Code Section 17.04.050(G)(2), Manage Noise During Construction. The HVAC equipment shall be selected and designed to reduce impacts on surrounding uses to meet the Cupertino Municipal Code noise limits. If paving activity during construction is required within 25 feet of nearby structures, the use of a static roller in lieu of a vibratory roller shall be employed.
