The proposed Wildcat Farmz Cannabis Cultivation Project (Proposed Project) consists a total of 51,564 square feet (Sf) of commercial cannabis canopy area and associated ancillary
facilitates on a parcel (APN 011-019-23) located in Kelseyville, CA in the County of Lake (County). The Project is being proposed with eight additional contiguous parcels (APNs:
011-019-01, -09, -14, -15, and 011-020-03, -26, -27, -28) in order to allow collocation/clustering of permits; however, Project activities and disturbance would only occur on APN
