	Project's Effects: Impacts to Aesthetics, Biological, Cultural, and Tribal Cultural Resources would be significant unless mitigated.  Therefore, Mitigation Measures AES-1, BIO-1, CULTR-1, LUP-1, and TRI-1 are required of the project.
The implementation of the Mitigation Measures identified above would result in less than significant impacts to the chapters mentioned above.  Therefore, the project will not degrade the quality of the environment and no habitat, wildlife populations, and plant and animal communities would not be greatly impacted.
