Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

The project site occupies approximately 17 acres south of Miles Avenue and approximately 0.30 miles west of
Washington Street in the City of Indian Wells. The site has been rough graded and is currently vegetated with sod grass
for dust suppression. The project is proposing to develop a sod grass parking lot for additional parking for the Indian
Wells Tennis Gardens. The project will be an expansion of the existing IWTG sod grass parking lot facilities immediately
to the east. The project will operate as a year-round sod farm with seasonal event parking. The project will provide paved
ingress/egress roads, sidewalks, signage, and ride share drop-off/pick-up facilities, located along the project frontage on
Miles Avenue.

Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

The project proposes a sod farm and temporary parking lot. A previous cultural report, which included field survey and
tribal consultation, determined that cultural resources were located onsite. However, the project boundaries were revised
to remove the areas where cultural resources were discovered. Project-related disturbance will not occur within the areas
determined to consist of significant cultural resources. Although the project will not disturb the areas containing
significant cultural resources, any future findings discovered onsite during grading or ground disturbance operations will
be governed by the City’s Archaeological Resources Grading Standards (Municipal Code 18.06). Additionally, the project
is required to retain a qualified archaeologist during project-related ground disturbing activities. The Zone Text
Amendment will not impact cultural resources. This is required by Mitigation Measures CR-1 and CR-2.
