	Project Description: The City of Jackson is proposing to extend Sutter Street from its current terminus near Argonaut Drive to connect to Hoffman Street within the City of Jackson.  Since 1999, the extension of Sutter Street has been included in the City’s General Plan Circulation Element, and since 1997 the extension has been listed as a regional project in the Amador County Regional Transportation Plan.  The Project as proposed would extend Sutter Street from its current terminus at Argonaut Drive to Hoffman Street, slightly realign a portion of Argonaut Drive, improve portions of Sutter Street, construct a new roundabout connection at the new intersection of Sutter Street and Hoffman Street, and relocate an existing water main.
	Project's Effects: The CEQA Initial Study/Mitigated Negative Declaration includes mitigation measures for the following topics.  

-- Aesthetics (Tree Protection/Replacement  and Minimize Visual Impacts)
-- Air Quality (Community Air Monitoring Plan)
-- Biological Resources (Protect Valley Elderberry Longhorn Beetle, Special Status Bats, Special Status Migratory and Nesting Birds, Special Status Reptiles, Special Status Terrestrial Animals, Sensitive Natural Communities, and Compensate for Impacts to Wetlands)
-- Cultural Resources (Protect Archaeological Resources and Human Remains if Encountered during Construction)
-- Geology and Soils (Protect Paleontological Resources if Encountered during Construction)
-- Hazards and Hazardous Materials (Management and Disposal of Contaminaed Soil / Reduce Wildland Fire Hazards During Construction)
-- Noise (Implement Noise Barrier into Project Design)
