[The proposed Project is a Ground Lease and Operating Agreement enabling the construction and operation of a
Pediatric Mental and Behavioral Health Campus (MBH), a joint initiative between the County of San Diego and Rady
Children's Hospital - San Diego. The Pediatric MBH Project would provide child and adolescent mental and behavioral
health services, offering the complete spectrum of care that includes an acute psychiatric hospital, a crisis stabilization
unit, and outpatient transitional services. The Project includes construction of two new patient care buildings totaling
approximately 93,000 square feet (SF), an up to 369,000 SF parking structure, two new access driveways along
Birmingham Way and other ancillary utility improvements.

Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

As identified in the Draft MND, the project would mitigate for potential effects to biological resources, cultural resources,
land use and transportation. Through implementation of MM BR-1 vegetation removal shall be limited outside of bird
breeding season, MM BR-1 would require the project to comply with the City of San Diego's Multi-Habitat Planning Area
Land Use Adjacency Guidelines. Implementation of MM CR-1 would avoid impacts to unknown historic or cultural
resources through archeological and native american monitors during grading activities. Any potential impacts to ajacent
land uses would also be reduced through implementation of MM BR-2. Through implementation of MM TR-1 the project
will reduce impacts associated with transportation by providing an on-site bicycle repair station, 5 electric bicycle
charging stations and short-term bicycle parking spaces.
