The project purpose is to improve public safety by replacing the existing Chalk Mountain Road at Cache Creek Bridge
(No 14C-0048). Bridge #14C-0048 is located in in the unincorporated Spring Valley in Lake County, approximately 5.4
miles northeast of State Route 20 (39.069939, -122.584140). Bridge #14C-0048 is located east of the intersection of
Wolf Creek Road and Chalk Mountain Road, in eastern Lake County approximately 5 miles northeast of Clear Lake
Oaks. The bridge has a sufficiency rating of 26.7 and has been designated as structurally deficient per the Caltrans
Structure Maintenance & Investigations, Local Agency Bridge List (February 2015). In its current condition, the
foundations of the existing structure are unknown.
