Resource Management-Coastal Zone, Grading, and Coastal Development Permits (CDP) to allow for the
alteration/addition to an existing 2,981 sq. ft. house. The project includes construction of a new 2,308 sq. ft. basement,
new 2,010 sq. ft. second floor and roof terrace, one attached trellis structure to the existing main house, and modification
to an existing patio. The project will involve 1,065 cubic yards grading and the removal of one tree greater than 12 inches
in diameter. The CDP is not appealable to the California Coastal Commission.

Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

Measures are included to mitigate the potential for impacts to air quality, erosion and sediment ,and dust control
associated with temporary construction related impacts. The project has the potential for impacts to cultural,
paleontological, or archaeological resources, including Native American resources as no previous study of the area has
occurred. However, the project site is developed and the proposed development is immediately adjacent to or within the
footprint of the existing residence. Mitigation measures have been included requiring a cultural resources study be
completed prior to commencement of project construction. Mitigation measures have also been included to address the
potential for inadvertent finds.
