The update will result in consistency between the General Plan and Zoning maps, introducing a Downtown Core district, and the update the circulation system.

Mitigation measures that have been identified to reduce potential significant impacts include: the City shall revise the Zoning Code, specifically section General Commercial C2, to reflect the addition of the Downtown Core and changes that would result to permissible uses as well as the City revise the Zoning Code to reflect permissible uses in the Downtown Core,and to  include restrictions related to cannabis operation within the Downtown Core. Implementation of the mitigation measures would reduce potential significant impacts to less than significant.
