	Project Description: The Project includes improvements to the wastewater collection and treatment systems, particularly including the electronic communication and technology improvements at the lift stations, infrastructure improvements at the wastewater treatment facility (WWTF), and replacement of the effluent pipeline between the WWTF and percolation ponds including the portion that crosses over Leggett Creek. 
	Project's Effects: Potential impacts to biological resources include entrapment of mammals in excavation areas, impacts to special status (SS) bats, nesting birds, SS amphibians and SS reptiles due to habitat disturbance, impacts to Sensitive Natural Communities (SNC) due to vegetation removal, impacts to receiving waters due to potential erosion. Mitigation Measure (MM) BIO-1 would require excavated areas to be covered or ramps installed to avoid entrapment of wildlife; MM's BIO-2 through BIO-4 would require pre-construction surveys for SS bats, nesting birds, SS amphibians and SS reptiles and either no-work buffers or relocation of species if discovered. MM BIO-5 would re-vegetate SNC habitat at least one to one ratio, and MM BIO-6 would require erosion control to avoid adverse impacts to water quality of receiving waters. 
Potential impacts to cultural resources include excavation along the southern portion of the WWTF in an area of known cultural sensitivity. This area has been previously disturbed and the Project does not propose to excavate deeper than what has already been disturbed. However, MM's CR-1 would require excavations to not exceed the proposed excavation footprint, presence of cultural monitor and archaeological monitor during excavation in the southern portion of the WWTF, and production of a monitoring plan prior to construction. Potential impacts to cultural and paleontological resources include inadvertent discovery of materials of human remains. MMs CR-2, CR-3 and GEO-1 require that all work would stop within specified distances of the discovery to protect the integrity of the discovery. Potential impacts to water quality could occur if horizontal directional drilling (HDD) is implemented. MM HWQ-1 would require a HDD contingency plan to avoid impacts to groundwater or receiving surface waters if frac-out occurred. 
	Areas of Controversy: No areas of controversy are known to the Lead Agency. The identified cultural resources site would not be adversely affected by the Project because the area to be affected by the Project is already developed/disturbed by existing infrastructure. The Project would not excavate deeper than what has already been disturbed. Additionally, cultural and archaeological monitors would be onsite during construction in this area to protect any discovered resources.
