Located at 180 Mund Road in St. Helena, approximately 0.8 miles southeast of the intersection of Mund Road and Deer Park Rd. The project involves the clearing of
vegetation, earthmoving, and installation and maintenance of erosion control measures associated with the development of approximately 23.2 gross acres of new
vineyard (i.e., development area; 19 net planted acres) within three vineyard blocks, located on three parcels (with existing road access through a fourth parcel)
totaling approximately 384 acres. Average slopes within the development area range from 2 percent (%) to 19% within the proposed vineyard block areas, with a
total of less than 0.1-acre on slopes over 30%, and an overall average slope of 9%. The project would convert to vineyard approximately 10.9 acres of oak woodland
(including 6.6 acres of blue oak woodland, 3.2 acres of California black oak woodland and 1.1 acres of coast live oak woodland) as well as 2.9 acres of Douglas fir
forest. Vegetation removal would include a total of approximately 265 trees (including coast live oak, black oak, blue oak, manzanita and olive) ranging in size from
6-inches to 36-inches diameter-at-breast-height (dbh).
