	Project Description: The project consists of subdividing an approximately 19.75-acre property into two (2) parcels, roughly equal in size at 9.87-acres each. The project is to be built in two phases: Parcel 1 being Phase 1 and Parcel 2 being Phase 2. Phase 1 would accommodate the Stravinski Development Group (SDG) project that proposes to construct an approximately 196,000 square foot warehouse building. The building will be used as refrigerated wine storage, distribution and fulfillment center. There will not be any public tasting rooms, event centers, retail operations nor any other use that would be open to the public on the project site.

Phase 2 would accommodate the Daou Vineyards project that proposes to construct an approximately 157,000 square foot wine production facility. The interior uses include barrel storage, bottling/packages areas, warehousing, and fermentation areas. The exterior uses include a crush pad, mechanical yards, and wastewater treatment.
	Project's Effects: Aesthetics - project is adjacent to some surrounding rural uses.  Final lighting plans will need to be submitted with backlight, uplight, and glare (BUG) ratings to demonstrate compliance with character of area.
Air Quality - particulate matter expected during construction phase, standard air quality mitigation measures required. Operational-generated emissions will need to be mitigated including specific Permit to Operate issuance for Phase 2.
Biological Resources - Pre-construction surveys will determine presence of wildlife and whether additional mitigation needed. SJKF habitat removal will require contribution at 3:1 ratio. Construction related mitigation measures to prevent take during construction. Oak tree protection required.
Cultural - Monitoring required during certain grading activities.  Additional mitigation measures would require work to stop if resources uncovered during construction. 
GHG Emissions - Mitigation required to establish carbon offset requirements.
Noise - Both phases required to construct 7-foot wall or berm at specific locations to mitigate noise from adjacent properties.
Transportation - Project is required to limit outbound truck trips and participate in an improvement project (specific) as well as share costs to other affected local roads.
Tribal - same as Cultural above.
