Construction of a modular trailer rental yard on 5.97 acres along the north side of Mapes Road, approximately 0.14 mile
west of Goetz Road and approximately 0.47 mile east of Watson Road/South A Street. Project Site development would
consist of 4.28 acres of modular trailer storage on an all-weather surface, and the remaining 1.67 acres would be

developed with a 6,115-sf office/warehouse, parking and associated landscaping, and 0.12 acre of roadway dedication.
