The project proposes to remove 1,450 linear feet (LF) of Metal Beam Guard Rail (MBGR) in the westbound direction and replace it with 550 LF of Concrete Barrier Type 60MG and 900 LF of Single Thrie Beam Barrier (STBB). A total of 4 collisions were reported at this off ramp from 01/01/2019 to 12/31/2021. This puts maintenance personnel at risk of being struck due to recurring time spent removing and replacing MGBR, and increased exposure to traffic. The project will benefit both motorists and maintenance personnel.
