	Project Description: The project proposes to construct a 65-unit affordable housing development with surface parking, open space amenities and a family tot lot, with a total building area of 70,147 square feet. The residential development would consist of one structure, with two to three-story massing. The development would utilize four different unit plans that consist of one-, two-, and three-bedroom units, with sizes ranging from approximately 579 to 1,126 square feet, and a unit designated for property manager’s use. All of the 65 units would be moderate for-sale affordable units.
	Project's Effects: Environmental topical areas identified to have potentially significant impacts include: Biological Resources, Cultural Resources, Geology and Soils, Hazards and Hazardous Materials, Transportation, and Tribal Cultural Resources. 
To ensure nesting birds are not disturbed during construction, Mitigation Measure BIO-1 was recommended. Mitigation Measure CUL-1 would require construction activities to halt if previously unknown archaeological resources are inadvertently discovered. Mitigation Measure GEO-1 requires project plans and specifications conform to the California Building Code and implement recommendations provided within the Geotechnical Report prepared for the proposed project; Mitigation Measure GEO-2 would require a qualified paleontological monitor during ground disturbing activities. If any underground storage tanks or substantial soil contamination is encountered, Mitigation Measures HAZ-1 would require the applicant to retain a qualified hazardous materials engineer to assess the impacts and prepare a Soils Management plan. Mitigation Measure TRA-1 recommends a Traffic Management Plan be implemented to reduce short-term impacts within surrounding roadways. Mitigation Measure TCR-1 would require Native American monitoring during ground-disturbing activities during the construction phase to reduce impacts to tribal cultural resources. 
	Areas of Controversy: No known areas of controversy are anticipated.
