The project site is in the South County Inland sub area of 
	Project's Effects: Air Quality: There is potential to expose sensitive receptors to short-term construction emissions and to disturb asbestos containing material. Mitigation has been identified to ensure compliance with diesel idling restrictions intended to reduce exposure of DPM and fugitive dust emissions to sensitive receptor locations and to require implementation of SLOACPD testing, notification, and disposal protocol to reduce the potential to disturb asbestos during proposed ground disturbance activities.

Biological Resources: There is potential to disturb California legless lizard, nesting birds, and oak trees during construction of the proposed project. Mitigation has been identified to avoid and/or minimize potential impacts through preconstruction surveys, avoidance protocols, and mandatory replanting of oak trees removed.
