	Project Description: In 2015, the property owner of 25 Sweetbay Road installed gabion baskets and concrete footings along the eastern bank of Altamira Canyon Creek and along the northern bank of an unnamed drainage to prevent further loss of property and protect the animals in the equestrian facilities abutting the drainages. The gabions were installed without proper permits from the USACE, CDFW, and LARWQCB. Subsequently, after site visits by the USACE and LARWQCB, a notice of violation for failure to obtain a Section 401 Water Quality Certification was issued. In response to the notice of violation, the property owner proposes a Project that involves the following restoration, repairs, and improvements: Approximately 100 linear feet of the existing gabion wall and foundations would be removed; Exposed channel bank would be restored to a 2:1 slope; Any channel protection within the Project Site would be removed and restored; Any surface slumps within the Project Site would be repaired; A section of the slope would be reinforced with erosion control mats and riprap and earthen fill over the riprap; Areas along the slope would undergo habitat restoration, while other areas within the creek channel would be left in place.
	Project's Effects: The potential exists for unanticipated discovery of archaeological resources during Project-related ground disturbance activities, which may extend to 6.5 feet below ground level. Therefore, Mitigation Measure CUL-1, which requires monitoring of ground-disturbing activities, is included to ensure that impacts to archaeological resources pursuant to CEQA Guidelines Section 15064.5, if found, would be less than significant with mitigation incorporated.  Mitigation Measure TCR-1 is also proposed to address any inadvertent discovery of tribal cultural resources.
	Areas of Controversy: Area of potential controversy is the mitigation measure for  Tribal Cultural Resources.  City Staff has ongoing communication with the Gabrieleño Band of Mission Indians—Kizh Nation pursuant to AB 52, as the Kizh Nation wishes to utilize their own mitigation measures, instead of the City's proposed measures.  City staff will continue working with the Kizh Nation during the MND comment period to attempt to come to an agreement regarding the mitigation measure for protection of the Tribal Cultural Resources.
