	Project Description: The city's Orion Center Project, 2600 Orion Way, would redevelop much of the existing 8.5-acre fleet maintenance facility and storage yard and adjacent vacant land bordered by Orion Street, Orion Way, and the existing city Safety Center. The project includes development of a 41,900 square foot (SF), two-story office building, three warehouse/shop buildings totaling 25,690 SF, and a 92,300 SF, four-story parking structure. Other project improvements include new and improved storage areas and a remodel of the existing fleet maintenance building.  The project borders but would not impact adjacent habitat preserve. 

The project requires a conditional use permit approved by the Planning Commission at a public hearing. If approved and built, the Orion Center project would consolidate staff and operations currently located in different parts of Carlsbad. 
	Project's Effects: The project would have no potentially significant impacts. The project would have less than significant impacts with mitigation incorporated in the categories of biology, geology and soils, hazards and hazardous materials, tribal cultural resources and mandatory findings of significance. A description of the mitigation measures proposed for each category follow.  
1. Biology - measures mitigate impacts to Coastal California Gnatcatcher, raptors, and nesting birds should activities like construction occur during the bird breeding season. The project does not disturb habitat. 
2. Geology and soils – measures require implementation of geotechnical recommendations and implementation of a paleontological mitigation program for any earthwork in undisturbed strata. 
3. Hazards and hazardous materials - measures require performance of a Phase II Environmental Site Assessment to ascertain the extent of soils contamination and transport and disposal of any soil extracted consistent with state law.  
4. Tribal cultural resources (TCRs) – measures ensure protection and appropriate treatment of potential TCRs that may be encountered because of development of this project. 
5. Mandatory findings of significance – acknowledges the proposed mitigation measures as identified in the categories above. 


	Areas of Controversy: Through tribal consultation required under AB 52, the city has received comments that the project may have the potential to impact tribal cultural resources.
