Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

The project site occupies approximately 4.85 acres of vacant land at the northeast corner of Avenue 19 and Calle De Los
Romos in the City of Desert Hot Springs. The project proposes the development of approximately 60,000-square-foot
building to support a climate-controlled container storage facility and supporting infrastructure improvements. The site
has a General Plan land use designation of Industrial (1). The project also occurs within the City’s Industrial Cannabis
Overlay. The site is zoned as Light Industrial (I-L) with an Industrial Cannabis Overlay.

Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

Impacts to biological resources, such as rare plants, Conservation Areas designated by the Coachella Valley Multiple
Species Habitat Conservation Plan (CVMSHCP), burrowing owls, and nesting migratory birds will be mitigated to less
than significant impacts through a spring rare plant survey, the payment of the CVMSHCP Local Development Mitigation
Fee (paid to the Coachella Valley Association of Governments), the project's adherence to applicable CYMSHCP Land
Use Adjacency Guidelines, and surveys to determine the presence or absence of burrowing owls and nesting migratory
birds. Impacts to cultural resources will be mitigated to a less than significant level with the presence of an archaeological
monitor during ground disturbing activities. A qualified paleontologist shall also be retained and present during the first
days of monitoring to assess the project area. This will reduce impacts to paleontological resources (and tribal cultural
resources) to less than significant levels. Impacts to tribal cultural resources will be reduced to less than significant levels
with the presence of an approved cultural resource monitor during ground disturbing activities. The implementation of the
mitigation established in the Mitigated Negative Declaration will ensure impacts to biological resources, cultural
resources, paleontological resources, and tribal cultural resources are reduced to less than significant.
