	Project Description: The project consists of two main components: an emergency department expansion, and the construction of a medical office building (MOB). The first component is the construction of an expansion to the emergency department, which is part of an existing hospital tower on the south end of the Kaiser Permanente campus. Expansion of the emergency department would add approximately 23,000 square feet to the existing emergency department, expand the number of existing treatment bays from 38 to 60, add a new ambulance canopy, and include additional improvements to the existing emergency department. The second phase of the project would consist of the construction and operation of an approximately 33,000 square foot MOB. This component would expand the boundary of the medical campus to include the Broken Horn parcel currently adjacent to the medical campus to the west. Development of this site would require the demolition of an existing retail building. 
 

	Project's Effects: Cultural Resources -The project could result in potentially significant effects to archeological resources if unknown archeological resources are found at the project site.  MM-CUL-1 through MM-CUL-4 would ensure that measurements are in place for the proper treatment of any inadvertently discovered archaeological resources or human remains. 
 
Geology and Soils -Due to the depth of grading and drilling, the geologic units on site, and the moderate potential for the discovery, in the event that a paleontological resource is found at the project site, implementation of MM-GEO-1, implementation of a Paleontological Resources Impact Mitigation Program and Paleontontological Monitoring program  would reduced  impacts to be less than significant. 
 
Hazards and Hazardous Materials. Project construction could result in potentially significant  hazard to the public through the disposal of hazardous materials, a reasonably foreseeable accident and the exposure of hazardous materials onsite. MM-HAZ-1, which includes pre-demolition hazardous materials abatement and MM-HAZ-2, which includes a health and safety plan, would reduce impacts to a less than significant level. 
 
Noise -The proposed project would exceed the City's threshold related to short term construction and impact would be potentially significant. Implementation of MM-NOI-1, which includes measures to reduce construction noise onsite, would reduce these impacts to be less than significant. 
 
 Tribal Cultural Resources -The project could result in potentially significant effects if unknown tribal cultural resources are found at the project site. MM-CUL-1 through MM-CUL-4, and MM-TCR-1, which includes Native American monitoring would be implemented to reduce this potential impact to less than significant.
