[The proposed project includes the adoption and implementation of the City's 2020 — 2040 Climate Action and
Adaptation Plan (CAAP) and the establishment of a greenhouse gas (GHG) emission significance thresholds for use in
California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) review of future discretionary projects proposed for City approval. The
proposed CAAP includes qualitative and quantifiable steps to combat climate change and decrease greenhouse gas
(GHG) emissions that align with the City's priorities, aims to cut GHG emissions by 40 percent below 2016 levels by
2030 and put the City on a path to achieve carbon neutrality by 2040.

[The proposed CAAP addresses emissions targets through reduced dependency on fossil fuels and nonrenewable
energy sources and increased efficient use of resources consumed. The proposed CAAP contains community-wide and
government operations GHG emission inventories to establish a baseline.
