Allow the construction and operation of an energy storage facility, with an estimated storage capacity of 140 Megawatts,
along with appurtenant equipment on an approximately 4.5-acre portion of an 18.84-acre parcel in the M-3 (Heavy
Industrial) Zone District.

The project site is located on the south side of E. North Avenue approximately 760 feet west of its intersection with S.
Chestnut Avenue and is approximately 1,340 feet east of the city limits of the City of Fresno (APN 330-050-27ST) (2611
E. North Avenue, Fresno, CA) (SUP. DIST. 3).
