Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

The proposed project involves the clearing of ruderal grasses & eight (8) walnut trees within the proposed clearing limits
(or project area), earthmoving, & the installation and maintenance of erosion control measures in connection with the
development of 0.96 gross acres (0.68 net acres) of new vineyard on the 6.1-acre parcel, removal of 0.39 acres of
vineyard located within the Sarco Creek setback, and legalization of 0.29 acres of vineyard planted without ECPA on
slopes exceeding 5%. The project would result in a total of 2.04 acres of vineyard (1.08 acres of which is already
existing). Typical slopes within the project area range from 2-15%, with no slopes over 30%. The project would include
the removal of 0.96 acres of ruderal grasses & eight (8) walnut trees. The parcel is located within the RC zoning district
and not the AW & as such it is not subject to the 70% retention requirement and the 3:1 tree preservation ratio required
per Section 18.108 of the Napa County Zoning Code. The project proposes to retain approximately all of the existing oak
woodland on site and is proposing to replace the eight (8) walnut trees with 12 live oak and 12 black oak trees.

Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

The project parcel is located within the Residential Country (RC) zoning district and not the Agricultural Watershed (AW).
As such, the project is not subject to the vegetation requirements of Napa County Code (NCC) Section 18.108.020.D &
E. Only 8 trees are proposed for removal as part of the project. However, per new BAAQMD policies in regards to Green
House Gas (GHG) emissions, the project is required to result in no net decrease in sequestration capabilities. As such,
even though the project is exempt from NCC Section 18.108.020, it will require the preservation of at least 8 trees to
offset the vegetation proposed for removal, in order to meet the new air quality CEQA threshold. The applicant has
identified a replant area consisting of an even mix of black and live oak tree, that will be maintained and watered, to
ensure the survivability of a 1:1 ratio of trees (8 tees) to meet the new greenhouse gas threshold. Sarco Creek and the
ephemeral drainage will have setbacks ranging from 35'-150', consistent with County Conservation Regulations.
Mitigation measures are proposed to ensure a less than significant impact to cultural resources, and the property owner
has entered into a Tribal Monitoring Agreement with the Yocha Dehe which will require Tribal Sensitivity Training and a
Tribal Monitor.
